The state is divided into 14 zones which correspond with the Homeland Security Regions

Each zone’s talkgroups are set up Identical to correspond with the position of the channel selector on
the radio (the first 7 channels are named the same in all zones)

The channel is named with the region and zone indicator and then the discipline

Example: SE1-PSAP is the Southeast Region, Zone 1, PSAP talkgroup

Use the county listing to find which zone you need to be in to communicate within the appropriate
talkgroup, then set your radio to that zone and turn your channel selector knob to get to the correct
channel (talkgroup)

Listing of the channels in each zone:

1-PSAP (Public Safety Answering Point, dispatch centers)
2 - MED (Hospitals/Medical)

3 - TAC 1 (regional Tactical talkgroup for all disciplines)

4 - TAC 2 (regional Tactical talkgroup for all disciplines)

5 — AES (regional AES encrypted talkgroup for LEO)

6 - KDEM-CALL (hailing talkgroup for KDEM)

7 - NWS (National Weather Service)
